Range Rules & Regulations 

*SIGN IN the log book indicating; name, date, time and # of rounds fired. 

*Grounds are open to members, guests and sponsored organizations only. Members must be present with their guest. 

*Lock the gate lock while you are in the range. 

*Loaded firearms can only be carried in or out of the range subject to NH permit or open carry laws. 

*All lead bullets/projectiles must be fired into a Bullet Containment Device. 

*Firearms are to be unloaded, actions open and not handled while people are down range. 

*No incendiary or explosive ammunition and or targets allowed without Officer and Board approval. 

*No 50 Caliber BMG. 100 yards is too close! Full automatic fire from a bi-pod, rest or support only. 

*There will be no alcohol or drugs on the range at any time. 

*Anyone shooting beyond 50 yards must properly display the “Range In Use” sign. 

*Shooting hours are from 8:30 AM until dusk. 

*Obey all signs and notices regarding the range. 

*Share the range with fellow members and sponsored groups. 

*Practice basic firearms safety: Muzzle pointed in a safe direction. Actions open & firearms NOT handled while people 

are downrange. Fingers off the trigger until ready to shoot. The use of ‘Empty Chamber Indicators” (Flags) is encouraged. 

*The use of eye and hearing protection is always recommended. The use of eye protection is required when using steel 

or frangible targets. 

*When doors are on Bullet Containment Devices, close and latch them before leaving the range. 

*Range grounds are to be cleaned of trash, fired targets and spent brass after use. 

*Close and lock the Clubhouse and gate if you are the last one out of the range. 

*Respect our neighbors and refrain from any verbal altercation, abusive language or profanity. 

*Please immediately bring any concerns or questions to an Officer or Director of the Club.
